Wing Extremism affected districts. 22 Districts are common with the eatlier list and 13
districts are not covered under the existing scheme. Cost has been changed due to
inclusion of new ITIs in these 13 districts and reduction/removal of two components
of skill training and skill gap survey.

Out of 9 states under LWE scheme the skill training component is completed in a few
states like MP, Uttar Pradesh, West Bengal & Jharkhand only. The other states have

stated to be identified the trainees but the training is yet to organized/completed.

Short term courses as per local need have been proposed to be conducted in the ITI
through IMC and SDCs have not been proposed for 13 new districts. The component
of skill training is not proposed in new RCE for the new 13 districts. However the
earlier 5340 youth skill training will continue.

a. Enhance the cost of one new ITI to Rs. 7.35 crore from Rs. 5.32 crore
approved earlier for additional 13 additional districts only. The cost of other
ITIs will remain same.

Cost of monitoring unit has been reduced to 153.00 lakh from Rs. 610.00
lakh.

c. Cost of Skill Gap Survey at 34 districts of 9 States has been reduced to 0.00
lakh from 204.00 lakh

Cost of Rs. 47.00 crore @ 100 lakh per I'TI to IMCs of 47 ITIs.
