Minutes of 30th Standing Committee on Accreditation and Affiliation meeting held on 25.05.2026 at Kaushal Bhawan, Delhi 

The 30th Meeting of the Standing Committee on Accreditation and Affiliation (SCAA) was held on 25.05.2026 to discuss the de-affiliation cases 

of 36 ITIs in Rajasthan State including involving Court Cases.  

The list of participants who attended the meeting is attached at Annexure-1. 

At the outset, Shri Sunil Kumar Gupta, Deputy Director General, DGT, Chairperson of SCAA, welcomed all the committee members and 

participants. Thereafter, Shri Ujjwal Biswas, Director, TC took agenda points for detailed discussions. The details of discussions, deliberations, 

and agenda-wise decisions taken by the Chair, are placed below: 

Agenda 1: Action Taken Report of 29th SCAA meeting held on 08.05.2026. 

Minutes of the 29th SCAA meeting which was held on 08.05.2026 have been issued and uploaded on the DGT MIS Portal. The Minutes of the 

Meeting have been communicated to all the Committee Members. 

Agenda 2: Affiliation/De-affiliation matters pertaining to 36 Private ITIs, in continuation of the discussions recorded in the Minutes of the 25th 

SCAA Meeting held on 13.11.2025 and 14.11.2025. 

 

The 25th Meeting of the Standing Committee on Accreditation and Affiliation was held on 13.11.2025 and 14.11.2025 at Kaushal Bhawan, New 

Delhi. During the meeting, the Committee deliberated upon the cases of affiliation and de-affiliation of ITIs that had been recommended by the 

State Skill Development and Entrepreneurship Committee (SSDEC), Rajasthan, in its 9th and 10th meetings held on 17.09.2025 and 23.09.2025, 

respectively. 
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In adherence to the principles of natural justice, the SCAA decided to afford certain ITIs a final opportunity to submit their representations and 

show-cause replies, along with supporting documents, explaining why action for de-affiliation should not be taken against them. The concerned 

ITIs were directed to furnish their replies within 21 days from the date of issuance of the Minutes of the 25th SCAA Meeting. 

 

Subsequently, 36 ITIs challenged the proceedings before the Hon’ble High Court by filing writ petitions, which were collectively 

registered and heard in S.B. Civil Writ Petition No. 16381/2025 (L.B.S. Private ITI and 36 other connected matters). The Hon’ble Court has 

disposed of all 36 matters on 23.01.2026 while directing them to submit appropriate representations to the respondent authorities and the 

respondent authorities will take decision as per rules. The relevant portion of the order is extracted hereunder: 

 

“5. The factum of such meeting being held and the petitioners being called upon by the DGT to submit their response is not disputed by the 

learned counsel for the petitioners and as per the learned counsel for the petitioners, even few of the ITIs have already submitted their responses 

to the DGT.  

6. Taking note of the above and as jointly prayed by learned counsel for all the parties, these petitions are disposed of with the following 

directions: 

i) Petitioner ITIs will submit a fresh detailed reply/response along with all the relevant supporting documents to the DGT within two weeks from 

the date of receipt of this order on the official e-mail ID as mentioned in the minutes of meeting held on 13.11.2025 and 14.11.2025, published 

on 23.12.2025;  

ii) The DGT on receipt of the same, would duly consider the said reply/response along with the annexed documents, if any, very much in 

accordance with law and without being influenced by any earlier orders or reports;  

iii) The DGT along with the State authorities would also conduct a joint inspection of each of the petitioner ITIs within a period of four weeks 

from the date of receipt of respective replies by serving an advance intimation to the petitioner ITIs;  

iv) Only upon holding of the said joint inspection and considering the reply along with relevant documents submitted by petitioner ITIs, the DGT 

will arrive at any decision qua the de affiliation proceedings so initiated by it against the petitioner ITIs;  

v) The said decision would be taken by the DGT within three weeks of the holding of the joint inspection with respect of the particular petitioner 

ITI.  

Needless to say, that the DGT will pass a speaking and well-reasoned order strictly in accordance with law and the same would be duly served 

upon each of the petitioner ITIs within one week from the date of passing of the same…. 

Further, these matters were discussed in 27th SCAA in its meeting held on 06.03.2026 and pursuant to the decision taken in the 27th SCAA 

meeting and in compliance with the Judgement Order dated 23.01.2026 passed by the Hon’ble Court in S.B. Civil Writ Petition No. 16381/2025 

(L.B.S. Private ITI and 36 other connected matters), joint inspections of the 36 ITIs were conducted by the RDSDE Rajasthan in coordination with 

the State Directorate, Rajasthan. The inspection reports were subsequently received from the RDSDE Rajasthan and placed before the 30th SCAA 

for consideration and appropriate decision.

1. The State Directorate had received a complaint 

against the Petitioner ITI and on a surprise 

inspection held on 05/06/2020, the ITI was 

found to be closed. Thereafter, a Show-Cause 

Notice dated 26/06/2020 was sent to the 

Petitioner ITI by DGT. Thereafter, based upon 

the Joint Inspection report conducted on 

02.07.2022, due to various deficiencies, DGT 

has de-affiliated the petitioner institute in 10th 

SCAA meeting held on 16.06.2023 w.e.f. from 

session 2023-24 via impugned order dated 

09.08.2023. 

2. The Petitioner has filed the instant Writ Petition 

before this Hon'ble Court under Article 226 of 

the Constitution of India seeking quashing and

3. The direction was sought that the respondents 

may be refrained from de-affiliation the 

petitioner institution and further be directed to 

re-active the petitioner institute on online portal 

of NCVET from the session 2024-25.

4. The Hon’ble Court has disposed of the matter 

vide its order dated 04.11.2025, inter alia, 

directing the respondents to re-inspect the 

petitioner institute and thereafter pass 

appropriate orders upon completion of the 

inspection. The relevant portion of the order is 

extracted hereunder: 

5. "In view of above, the present writ petition is 

disposed of in terms of the order dated 

03.02.2025 passed by this Court in the case of 

Hanumangarh BRC Pvt. Industrial Training 

Institute (supra), which reads as under : 

Heard learned counsel for the parties. The

institution be included in the admission process 

for the year 2024-25onwards and its seats be 

filled”. 

Learned counsel for the petitioner submits that 

in pursuance of the directions issued by this 

court on 30.08.2024, the petitioner institute was 

inspected by respondent No.5 wherein certain 

infirmities were pointed out. Learned counsel 

further submits that the shortcomings so 

pointed out have rectified/corrected by the 

petitioner. He, therefore, prays that the 

respondent No.5 may be directed to re-inspect 

the petitioner’s institute and if the same is found 

in order, necessary orders for affiliation of the 

petitioner institute may be passed in accordance 

with law.  

Learned counsel for the respondents is not in a 

position to refute the submission made by 

learned counsel for the petitioner. However, 

learned counsel for the respondents submits 

that liberty may be granted to the respondents 

to issue appropriate orders after inspecting the 

6. The matter was discussed in the 26th 

SCAA and the Committee observed that 

the petitioner institute was supposed to be 

ready for inspection after the directions 

from Hon’ble Court dated 04.11.2025. 

Prior communication for inspection was 

also made by the DGT as well as by 

RDSDE Rajasthan. However, on the day of 

the inspection, the petitioner institute has 

blatantly refused for the inspection and 

sought additional time without any 

reasonable grounds.  

7. In view of the above, in adherence to the 

principles of natural justice, the concerned 

ITI was granted a final opportunity to 

show-cause as to why the status of your 

institute(s) should not be remained as “de-

affiliated” This communication was placed 

in the public domain on 06.03.2026, and a 

reminder email was also sent to the ITI on 

21.04.2026. In response to the said 

reminder, the ITI submitted its reply only 

on 19.05.2026. However, the reply did not 

address the observations recorded during 

the joint inspection conducted on 

05.01.2026. Instead, the ITI merely 

reiterated its willingness to undergo 

another joint inspection without furnishing 

any comments, clarifications, or 

documentary evidence regarding the

institute of the petitioner in accordance with 

law. 

Considering the submissions made before this 

court, the present writ petition is disposed of 

with a direction to the respondent No.5 for re-

inspecting the petitioner institute and pass 

appropriate orders. Needless to say that if the 

petitioner institute is found meeting all the 

criteria for affiliation then necessary orders for 

affiliation of the petitioner institute may be 

passed, in accordance with the rules.  

If the petitioner institute is found to be lacking 

in requisite facilities then orders may be passed 

for not affiliating the petitioner institute in 

accordance with law." 

6. The order passed in case of Hanumangarh BRC 

Pvt. Industrial Training Institute (supra), shall 

be applicable to the present case mutatis 

mutandis. 

7. Needless to say, that the compliance of the 

afore-referred direction shall be made 

expeditiously preferably within a period of 

eight weeks from the receipt of copy of this 

order. Stay application and any other pending 

application, if any, also stand disposed of." 

8. The state directorate of Rajasthan vide its letter 

dated 03.12.2025 has requested RDSDE to 

nominate the member for inspection in 

compliance to the above judgment. Now the 

petitioner has made a representation on 

deficiencies observed during the 

inspection. 

8. This lackadaisical approach on the part of 

the petitioner has resulted in unnecessary 

expenditure of time and resources of both 

the DGT and the State Directorate, as no 

adequate arrangements were found in 

place. Moreover, rescheduling the 

inspection is not feasible, as it would 

adversely impact the timely processing of 

pending affiliation matters and undermine 

the inspection and affiliation process. 

9. Hence, in view of the facts and 

circumstances of the case, as well as the 

reply submitted by the ITI, the SCAA 

decided that the status of the petitioner ITI 

shall continue to remain as de-affiliated in 

respect of all trades and units. 

10. However, the DGT has launched a new 

Affiliation Portal and notified the 

Affiliation Norms, 2025, the ITI may apply 

afresh for affiliation in accordance with the 

prescribed provisions and eligibility 

criteria under the prescribed norms.

The RDSDE Rajasthan brought to the notice of the SCAA that the decision of the 27th SCAA regarding this ITI was intermixed with another ITI 

(New Maa Bhagwati Pvt ITI; Ayodhya Nagar Dausa; MIS Code: PR08001842) bearing the same name and address. The SCAA's decision had 

been recorded as "de-affiliated," whereas it should have been "Joint Inspection" in compliance with the Hon'ble Court's order dated 23 January 

2026 in S.B. Civil Writ Petition No. 16381/2025 (L.B.S. Private ITI and 36 other connected matters). 

30th SCAA remarks: The SCAA noted the inadvertent intermixing of the decisions and further directed the concerned RDSDE and the State to 

conduct the joint inspection of the ITI and submit the report to the DGT within three days from the date of issuance of these Minutes of the Meeting 

for further consideration. Further, the de-affiliation order issued for the ITI is set aside till final decision in the matter after consideration of the 

joint inspection report. TC section will issue a corrigendum in this regard.

The matter was 

subsequently considered in the 27th SCAA 

meeting held on 6 March 2026, wherein it 

was decided that a Joint Inspection of the 

institute should be conducted to verify the 

ITI’s claims and assess its compliance with 

the prescribed affiliation norms.

14. The quality of training imparted to 

prospective trainees under the CTS is of 

paramount importance to the DGT. 

Continuation of affiliation of an institute 

that fails to cooperate with inspection 

authorities and fails to demonstrate 

compliance with prescribed norms would 

adversely affect the interests of trainees 

and compromise the quality objectives of 

the training system.

8. Despite being afforded multiple 

opportunities by the DGT, including 

pursuant to the directions of the Hon’ble 

High Court vide order dated 23 January 

2026, the institute failed to facilitate 

inspection and demonstrate compliance 

with the prescribed affiliation norms under 

the CTS.

In W.P. No. 8116/2025 (Maa 

Shitla Pvt. ITI v. Union of India & Ors., 

Hon’ble MP High Court), it was held that 

the apex body is duty-bound to examine SHRAMEV SHARMA
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complaints, including through on-site 

inspections, and such action cannot be 

termed arbitrary. Similarly, in CWP-

20763-2025 (Modern ITI Bathinda v. 

DGT, Hon’ble Punjab & Haryana High 

Court), the Hon’ble Court observed that re-

inspection does not prejudice the petitioner 

institute. Further, in S.B. Civil W.P. No. 

18022/2025 (Pooja Pvt. ITI & Ors. v. State 

of Rajasthan & Ors.), the Hon’ble 

Rajasthan High Court held that institutions 

cannot claim inspection as a matter of right 

in a particular manner or timeline and that 

compliance with deficiencies is a 

prerequisite for permitting admissions. 

11. The conduct of the institute and the 

observations recorded by the Joint 

Inspection Committee raise serious 

concerns regarding the operational status, 

transparency, and regulatory compliance 

of the institute under the CTS. 

12. The quality of training imparted to 

prospective trainees under the CTS is of 

paramount importance to the DGT. 

Continuation of affiliation of an institute 

that fails to cooperate with inspection 

authorities and demonstrate compliance 

with the prescribed affiliation norms would 

adversely affect the interests of trainees 

and compromise the quality objectives of 

the training system.

c) Classroom and workshop areas for all 

trades were not separately defined and were 

functioning within the same hall without 

physical segregation, thereby hindering 

independent evaluation; 

d) No designated pathway for trainees was 

provided either in the approved layout plan 

or at site, thereby affecting safe and 

systematic movement within the institute

17.  As per the remarks of the inspecting members 

and observation from DGT, in adherence to the 

Principle of natural justice, a final opportunity 

was granted to the institute vide Show Cause 

Notice dated 24.04.2026 issued through email, 

directing the institute to explain as to why it 

should not be de-affiliated on the SIDH Portal 

and requiring submission of a comprehensive, 

point-wise reply duly supported with 

documentary evidence including proof of 

operational machinery/equipment, geo-tagged 

photographs of infrastructure and location, and 

other compliance documents within the 

stipulated period. 

18. Thereafter, the petitioner ITI submitted its reply 

vide email dated 08.05.2026 in response to the 

Show-Cause Notice dated 24.04.2026 

concerning the aforementioned deficiencies. 

19.  However, the reply submitted by the ITI 

rejected and Accordingly, the petitioner 

institute is hereby “de-affiliated” for all 

trades/units on the SIDH Portal. In this regard, 

detailed letter dated 19.05.2026 was issued by 

DGT. 

20. Matter is taken up for ratification.  
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
